Bond Ratings - Grades given to bonds that indicate their credit quality as
determined by a private independent rating service such as Standard and
Poor’s. The firm evaluates a bond issuer’s financial strength, or its ability to pay
a bond’s principal and interest in a timely fashion. Ratings are expressed as
letters ranging from ‘AAA’, which is the highest grade, to ‘D’, which is the lowest
grade. In limited situations when the rating agency has not issued a formal
rating, the rating agency will classify the security as not-rated. Investment grade
refers to bonds with ratings BBB and higher. Below investment grade refers to
bonds with ratings BB and lower.

Credit Distribution - Determined from the highest available credit rating from
any Nationally Recognized Statistical Rating Agency (“NRSRO”, generally S&P,
Moody’s and Fitch). DoubleLine chooses to display credit ratings using S&P’s
rating convention, although the rating itself might be sourced from another
NRSRO. In limited situations when the rating agency has not issued a formal
rating, the rating agency will classify the security as unrated.

Definitions

Agency - Mortgage securities whose principal and interest are effectively
guaranteed by the U.S. Government agency including Fannie Mae (FNMA) or
Freddie-Mac (FHLMC).

Average Price - The weighted average of the prices of the Fund's portfolio
holdings.

Duration - A commonly used measure of the potential volatility of the price of a
debt securities, prior to maturity. Securities with a longer duration generally
have more volatile prices than securities of comparable quality with a shorter
duration.

SEC Yield - A standard vyield calculation developed by the U.S. Securities and
Exchange Commission (SEC) that allows for fairer comparisons of bond funds. It
is based on the most recent 30-day period covered by the fund's filings with the
SEC.

Standard Deviation - A measure of the dispersion of a set of data from its
mean. The more spread apart the data, the higher the deviation. Calculated by
the square-root of the variance.

Weighted Average Life (WAL) - The average number of years for which each
dollar of unpaid principal on a loan or mortgage remains outstanding.
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
