The Fund’s objective is to seek a high total investment return by providing a high level of current income and the

potential for capital appreciation.

Investment Philosophy

The Fund will seek to achieve its investment objective by selecting investments for their potential to provide high current
income, growth of capital, or both. The Fund may invest in debt securities and income-producing investments of any
kind, including mortgage-backed securities (residential and commercial), asset-backed securities, U.S. Government
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securities, corporate debt, international sovereign debt, and short-term investments.

Investment Approach and Process

Investment decisions are made by DoubleLine’s Fixed Income Asset Allocation Committee, led by Jeffrey Gundlach.

Security selection is made by experienced portfolio management teams for each asset class.

Bond Ratings - Grades given to bonds that indicate their credit quality as
determined by a private independent rating service such as Standard and
Poor’s. The firm evaluates a bond issuer’s financial strength, or its ability to pay
a bond’s principal and interest in a timely fashion. Ratings are expressed as
letters ranging from ‘AAA’, which is the highest grade, to ‘D’, which is the lowest
grade. In limited situations when the rating agency has not issued a formal
rating, the rating agency will classify the security as not-rated. Investment grade
refers to bonds with ratings BBB and higher. Below investment grade refers to
bonds with ratings BB and lower.

Credit Distribution - Determined from the highest available credit rating from
any Nationally Recognized Statistical Rating Agency (“NRSRO”, generally S&P,
Moody’s and Fitch). DoubleLine chooses to display credit ratings using S&P’s
rating convention, although the rating itself might be sourced from another
NRSRO. In limited situations when the rating agency has not issued a formal
rating, the rating agency will classify the security as unrated.

Definition of Terms

Agency - Mortgage securities whose principal and interest are effectively
guaranteed by the U.S. Government agency including Fannie Mae (FNMA) or
Freddie-Mac (FHLMC).

Average Price - The weighted average of the prices of the Fund's portfolio
holdings.

Duration - A commonly used measure of the potential volatility of the price of a
debt securities, prior to maturity. Securities with a longer duration generally
have more volatile prices than securities of comparable quality with a shorter
duration.

Net Asset Value (NAV) - Net value of an entity calculated as the total value of
the entity’s assets minus the total value of its liabilities. Most commonly used in
the context of a mutual fund or an exchange-traded fund (ETF), the NAV
represents the per share/unit price of the fund at a specific date or time.
Weighted Average Life - The average number of years for which each dollar of
unpaid principal on a loan or mortgage remains outstanding.
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
